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Market Overview*

Seasonally adjusted annual rates of housing
starts are recovering after a harsh winter
slowdown in the United States. The housing
market is strong in Texas and that has helped
OSB mills in the region. The average home
price value in Texas has surpassed $200,000
in recent months, all time high. A reporter not-
ed that the supply of pine pulpwood is strong
and all Texas pulpwood-using mills are full.

Statewide pine sawlog prices averaged
$26.84 per ton, up 11% from last period and
up 21% from the price a year ago. Average
pine sawlog price was $28.07 per ton in
Northeast Texas and $26.47 per ton in South-
east Texas.

The statewide average pine pulpwood price
decreased to $7.56 per ton. This was down
3% from last period and up 7% from the price
a year ago. In Northeast Texas, the average
pine pulpwood price was $7.27 per ton. It
was $7.68 per ton in Southeast Texas.

Small diameter pine sawlogs (CNS) averaged
$12.15 per ton statewide, up 4% from last
period. It was up 14% from the price a year
ago.

The average hardwood sawlog price was
$30.30 per ton, 3% higher than last period
and 4% lower than the price reported a year
ago.

The average hardwood pulpwood price was

$10.38 per ton, 22% higher than last period.
The price this period was 9% higher than the
price for the same period last year. In North-
east Texas, the average price was $11.95
per ton. It was $6.77 per ton in Southeast
Texas.

*The average prices reported here represent statewide
volumes of 134,529 tons of pine sawlogs, 387,706 tons of
pine pulpwood, 60,337 tons of pine CNS, 5,209 tons of
mixed hardwood sawlogs, and 22,011 tons of hardwood
pulpwood during March/April 2014.

This report is intended only as a guide

to general price levels. Individuals inter-
ested in buying and selling timber can use this report to monitor
market trends and get a general idea of what timber is worth.
However, it should not be used to judge the fair market value of a
specific timber sale, which may vary considerably due to many
factors.

HOW ARE AVERAGE PRICES CALCULATED?

Data published in this report are from actual timber sales as
reported by as many as 60 cooperators active in the East Texas
timber market. Reporters include forest product companies,
logging contractors, consulting foresters, family forest landowners,
financial institutions, and federal agencies.

The prices are volume weighted average prices. The price
per ton for each product category is as reported or using a specific
conversion factor provided by the reporters. When a specific
conversion factor for each sale is not available, an average
conversion factor listed here is used instead.

Pine— 8 tons=1 MBF-Doyle
Pine CNS— 2.7 tons= 1 Cord
Hardwood— 9 tons= 1 MBF-Doyle
Pulpwood
Pine— 2.7 tons=1 Cord
Hardwood— 2.8 tons= 1 Cord
